or real estate agents their mantra is often location, loca-
tion, location. Luskin Park principal Paul Whelan has two:
pasture, pasture, pasture and quality, quality, quality.
Since acquiring the 120 acre property some five years ago,
Whelan has put a fortune into raising the quality of the Luskintyre
property back to the glory days that saw it produce Luskin Star,
arguably the greatest Golden Slipper winner ever. “There is no 5
year or even 10 year plan here,” observes Whelan. “I want to leave a
lasting legacy so everything is about the long term.”

In order to achieve those aspirations Whelan has been very thor-
ough in his research, travelling to New Zealand to witness first hand
their pasture quality which he believes is the key to growing out
superior thoroughbreds. With Hunter River water rights and each
paddock having specially laid irrigation piping, Luskin Park is virtu-
ally drought-proof.

Unlike many properties which have outside mares and take year-
lings to the sales for other vendors, Luskin Park looks purely after its
own. With 22 mares on the property - Whelan says 26 is the maxi-
mum - there is total concentration on getting the quality right from
the go to whoa.

“We sell everything,” explains Whelan. “We are prepared to meet
the market for our product and only buy fillies when we do buy year-
lings.” One of those is a Rock Of Gibraltar filly out of Tyreel's superb

producer Ballroom Babe, and Whelan is delighted with how she is
coming along.

Luskin Park is continually looking to upgrade its broodmare
band, and has purchased several mares overseas by sires like
Danzig, Nureyev and Sadler's Wells. “The whole idea is to produce
Easter quality yearlings.” That strategy is playing out well thus far,
and this year’s Luskin Park draft of 11 yearlings at Magic Millions
Premier stacks up exceptionally well.
